Introductory to the James Monroe Scanned Images

The scanned images that appear in the Papers of James Monroe were taken from the Department of State in The National Archives microfilm #4, and contain James Monroe’s dispatches 1 through 45 with their enclosures.  The dispatches date from August 15, 1794 through October 21, 1796 and cover the period that James Monroe served as the Minister Plenipotentiary from the United States to France.


The organization of the scanned images reflects the order presented in the microfilm.  In the case that dispatch numbers were omitted, dates were incorrect, or information was not provided, notations and corrections are provided in brackets.

It is also to be noted that pages were incorrectly numbered on the microfilm.
